Dear Parents and Carers, 
 
Re:  Personal, Social, Health and Economic (PSHE) Education 
 
You will be aware that as part of your child’s educational experience at Oldbury Wells School, 
we aim to promote personal wellbeing and development through a comprehensive taught 
programme of Personal, Social, Health and Economic (PSHE) education that gives young 
people the knowledge, understanding, attitudes and practical skills to live healthy safe, 
productive and fulfilled lives, both now and in the future. 
 
I am writing to let you know that over the next 10 weeks, starting from 9th January 2024, your 
child’s form will be taking part in lessons which will focus on Relationships and Sex education 
(RSE). 
 
Lessons will include students learning about: 
 
• Domestic abuse – how can we tell the difference between healthy and abusive 

relationships? 

• CSE- how are children and young people lured into dangerous relationships and what 
do these look like? 

• What is peer pressure-why is it so powerful and how can we overcome this? 

• Conflict Management: how can we manage and resolve conflict safely? 

• What is revenge porn? 

• How do you have positive relationships with role models? 
 
This is part of our schools PSHE education programme which is taught once a fortnight in 
every year group by form tutors and is monitored and reviewed regularly by the staff and the 
governing body.

All teaching in 
PSHE will take place in a safe learning environment and be underpinned by our school ethos 
and values.
