Free School Meals (FSM): If your child(ren) are currently entitled to
FSM please note, if they are attending a primary school within
Shropshire County then there is no action required; their FSM
entittement will automatically move over when your child(ren) start in
September. If your child attends a school outside of Shropshire please contact
claire.cowburn@oldburywells.com.

Outstanding OW1 forms: If you have not yet filled in and returned your OW1 form (yellow
registration document) please could you do so as a matter of urgency. This document contains
all the necessary information we need to register students accurately on our systems. It also
contains our Home School Agreement which needs to be signed and returned.
